The Parents’ Association Grant Review Committee will 
make the final assessment and award the grant.  Grant applicants will not be informed of the status of 
their grant until the chosen grant or grants are awarded.  The number of grants awarded and total 
monies distributed through the grant program will be at the sole discretion of the Parents’ Association 
Grant Review Committee.  Applicants that are not funded will have the opportunity to resubmit in 
subsequent review cycles.

considered part of a traditional curriculum
